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Today, that radical presence is being aesthetically neu-

tralized. Queer presence is increasingly curated,                      
sanitized,  and commodified, stripping it of    

the urgency   and danger that still defined it.  This zine   acts as 
an a rchive of counter-visuality, tracing the shift 
from surviv al-dr iven practices to a version ofativism “safe” 

for consumpt  ion, and reminding us that art and res 
istance are inseparable, as well as more justified now more 
then ever.

QUEENS:  The Radical Potential of Queer Politics? by 

Cathy J. Cohen (Cohen 1997) 3, she argues that the 
radical possibility of queer politics comes when we 
reject assimilationist impulses and instead commit 

to transforming structures of power, not just gaining 
inclusion or rights.  I feel that there has been a shift in 
this idea societally that causes erasure of the fight for 
queer rights. As if queer history is being swept under 

the rug.
