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Poor Turnout Cited 

Forum Cancelled

On November 1, current members 
and candidates for the Greensboro 
City Council assembled at Cone 
Ballroom, as guests of UNC-G and 
N.C. A & T student governments, to 
hold a forum for the discussion of 
important issues of the upcoming 
election. 

Present at the assembly were Sol 
Jacobs, who will contest incumbent 
Mayor Jim Melvin for the Green- 

sboro mayoral seat, and city council 
candidates Jim Barber, John For- 
bis, Vic Nussbaum, Dorothy Bar- 
dolph, JoAnne Bowie, Larry York, 
Nathaniel Swindler, Charles 
Forrester, and Ben Matkins. 

The meeting was supposed to 
start at 7:00 p.m.; however, despite 
the turnout of nine of the twelve city 
council candidates, the presence of 
interested citizens and students was 
lacking. Approximately five people 
showed up, and the forum was can- 
celled. A few of the council mem- 

bers expressed regretfully that this 
show of apparent apathy had oc- 
curred quite often in the past. 

The forum was designed to give 
citizens and students alike the chan- 
ce to personally meet and question 
the candidates, a privilege students 
"should have taken advantage of." 

One A & T student remarked, 
"...they gave us a chance, but 1 
guess we've blown it now. It's a 
shame more people didn't know oi 
care about this. We won't get a 
chance like this again."

Dining Hail Inspected

On October 24, 1979, the UNC-G 
cafeteria, operated by ARA Food 
Services Company, was inspected by 
the Guilford County Health Depar- 
tment-one of four such inspections 
a year. The resulting score--91 It out 
of a possible 100%-is "above 
average" for such an inspection 
according to Steve Bucko, Sr., Food 
Service Director for the cafeteria. 

Bucko said that all problems that 
were discovered—mostly minor 
ones-have already been acted 
upon. An example is the addition 
and extension of sneeze guards over 
some of the serving areas. 

The one major problem 
discovered has also been taken care 

of. It seems that the "hot water 
booster" was not recovering as fast 
as necessary for optimum efficien- 
cy. (A "constant final rinse of 180 
degrees or above" must be main- 
tained at all times to kill off any 
bacteria that may settle on utensils 
during preparation.) The problem 
was resolved by the installation of a 
new booster. 

Bucko explained that the major 
reason that problems develop in the 
first place is because of the large 
personnel required for operating the 
dining hall complex. ARA employs 
113 full-time people, 12 ad- 
ministrators, and 55 students to 
keep things running. When absences 
become excessive, it is difficult to keep 
it going smoothly, and the jobs of 
lesser importance have to be tem- 

porarily placed on hold. "One per- 
son can't do two or three people's 
jobs," he said. 

Bucko went on to say that UNC- 
G's set-up is a very large one, con- 
sidering the size of the university. 
ARA averages about five million 
meals a year here with an annual 
operating budget of "well over 2.3 
million dollars." 

The cafeteria here is operated un- 
der ARA's FOCUS program, a 
computerized system that was 
developed here and is now used at 
35 universities nation-wide. FOCUS 
is simply a method of providing all 
the data necessary to direct each 
step of the production process. This 
allows for more efficient service. 

In addition, UNC-G has a 
"Market Basket Index" to follow 
the rising costs of food. This index 
has shown that food has risen an 
overall 149b in the past 14 months. 
The idea is that, if ARA can watch 
prices, maybe production costs can 
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In a further development in 
Saturday's shooting incident, one 
of the two persons critically 
wounded. Dr. Michael Nathan, 
died Monday, raising the total 
killed to five. 

Computer Pioneer 
To Speak at UNC-G

Captain Grace Murray Hopper, 
nationally known for her many 
years of contributions to computer 
technology, will speak at UNC-G 
tomorrow, Nov. 7, at 8 p.m. in 
Cone Ballroom of Elliott Center. 

Captain Hopper is widely 
recognized as a near legend in her 
own time. As one of the pioneers in 
computer science, she developed the 
first computer compiler, a program 
designed to translate mnemonic 
symbols into machine language. She 
is also recognized for contributions 
in developing COBOL, a common 
business oriented language used in 
computer programming. 

Almost as remarkable is the fact 
that at 72 years of age, Capt. Hop- 
per is still active as an officer with 
the United States Naval Reserve. 
After retiring with the rank of 
commander   in   the   U.S.   Naval 

Reserve in 1966, she was recalled to 
active duty in 1967 and promoted to 
captain in 1973. She now works in 
the Pentagon, serving with the 
Naval Data Automation Command. 

Her visit is co-sponsored by the 
Department of Business and 
Distributive Education on campus, 
and by the Association for Systems 
Management and two area chapters 
of the Data Processing Management 
Association. 

Captain Hopper was the third 
person assigned to the first large- 
scale digital computer project in the 
early 1940's. That was at the Bureau 
of Ordinance Project at Harvard. 

"I walked into a room and 
Professor Howard Aiken said, 
'Lieutenant, that is a calculating 
machine,'" Capt. Hopper recalled 
several years ago. "I looked at a 
monstrous device stretching SI feet 
across a large room. It was a Mark I 
(large scale digital computer), and I

Four Die in KKK Gun Battle

Four people were killed and 10 
others were wounded during a 
heated gun battle between Klu Klux 
Klansmcn and a leftist group staging 
a "Death to the Klan" march in 
Greensboro Saturday. 

Greensboro police arrested 14 
Klansmcn and charged each with 
four counts of first degree murder. 
The 14 were reportedly from 
Hickory, Lincolnton, Maiden, 
Newton, and Winston-SaJem. 
Police also arrested Nelson John- 
son, the leader of the Workers 
Viewpoint Organization, a com- 
munist organization, and charged 
him with inciting to riot. Willena 
Canon, another organizer, was also 

arrested and charged with inter- 
fering with an officer while he was 
arresting Johnson. 

Killed in the skirmish were Sandra 
Smith, 29, a Bennett College 
graduate and veteran activist in civil 
rights and communist 
organizations; Caesar Vinson Cauce, 
28, of Durham, a former Duke 
University student; James M. 
Waller, a graduate of the medical 
school of the University of Chicago, 
who was active in the communist in- 
volvement at Cone Mills; and 
William E. Samson, 31, a former 
Harvard Divinity School student. 

Two  persons  critically  injured 
were identified as Paul Carl Ber 
manzohn and Mkheal Nathan, both 
medical doctors and both former 
Duke Medical students who were ac- 

tive in the leftist movements of the 
60's. 

Greensboro police said that a 
group of people jumped from 
several vehicles that had driven into 
die staging area of the planned mar- 
ch and opened fire into the racially 
mixed crowd. The march had been 
sponsored by the Workers 
Viewpoint Organization, which had 
challenged the Klan to show up at 
the meeting. 

Greensboro Mayor Jim Melvin 
called the shootings "one of the 
most hideous acts in America." He 
added that this incident was an 
"isolated, senseless and barbaric act 
of violence and it will be dealt with 
as such." All off-duty and reserve 
police officers were asked to report 
for duty with whatever riot-control 

equipment they had. 
Television cameras at the incident 

captured pictures that soon were 
spread across the nation. They 
showed a group of white vehicles 
moving in the primarily black neigh- 
borhood where the rally was begin- 
ning. The vehicles stopped, and men 
armed with pistols and rifles piled 
out, some shooting as they rushed 
toward the crowd. 

The march was known about by 
many groups across N.C, and 
Greensboro police also had word of 
the planned march. Captain T.A. 
Hampton of the city police said 
there were about 20 officers "within 
a few blocks" of where the in ride* 
occurred. He added that the march 
was originally scheduled to begin 
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Tehran • A mob of Iranian 
students overran U.S. Marine guar- 
ds in a three hour struggle Sunday, 
and invaded the American Embassy 
in Tehran, seizing dozens of staff 
members as hostages. Tehran Radio 
reported. They demanded that the 
United Stales send the exiled Shah 
Mohammed Reza Pahlavi back to 
Iran for trial, the radio said.

Carolina communities. Nor was it 
simply the Blacks against the 
Whites. It was something more 
complex than that. 

I find it hard to believe that any 
of these folks really hope to. get 
anywhere with their violence, with 
their "Death to the Klan" and their 
shotguns. Listening to somebody 
like Nelson Johnson or Joe Grady, 
one cannot help but get a sense of 
these individuals' own hypocritical 
self importance. Leading their 
fellow human beings into the face of 
death and/or prison, both leaders 
maintain their self rightousness by 
blaming it all on somebody else, 
usually the police or "out-of-town" 
elements. But expecting the police to 
provide protection for a group of 
screaming, stickwdding individuals 
shouting "Death to the Klan" in the 
very face of the KKK is like expec- 
ting the fire department to safely 
catch a skydiver who has jumped 
without a chute. It simply is not 
realistic. Nobody messes with the 
KKK. 

There is more to it, though, than 
just that. Why did these people kill 
one another? Isn't it fairly common 
knowledge in this country that there 
are other, less violent ways of 
dealing with differences of opinion? 
Isn't there a better way of com- 
municating with someone than 
blowing his or her face off? When 
something like this happens, it 
should serve as a reminder to us all, 
particularly those of us who have 
good jobs and comfortable homes 
and are dealing with inflation quite 
well. It should remind us that we all 
are just people, that we have a real 
tendency to resort to these means. 
And if we arc not careful and quick 
about straightening out our 
economic situation, and not quack 
enough to listen to the needs of 
these people who have a gripe, then 
violence is what we can expect, and 
it wiD be the most natural thing sa 
the world. 

While 1 was watching "The Wan- 
derers" I was continually disturbed 
by a group of three young guys who 
were sitting a couple of rows over. 
Each time iceaethhag Hohmt hap-

Top-rated Classical Ensemble Performs 

Tashi At Ay cock

Tashi, one of the world's most 
acclaimed chamber music ensem- 
bles, thrilled an enthusiastic audien- 
ce with an earful of lively, ex- 
pressionistic music. 

The instrumentalists performed 
works by such great artists as 
Stravinsky, Dvorak, and Weber. 
Friday, Nov. 2, at Aycock 
Auditorium, as part of the UC/LS 
schedule. 

Tashi, which is the Tibetan word 
for "good fortune," is presently 
touring nationally with three regular 
members and two guest artists. 
Members include clarinetist Richard 
Stoltzman, violinist Ida Kavafian, 
and cellist Fred Sherry. Guest artists 
are violinist Theodore Arm and 
violist Ik-Hwan Bae. 

The performance itself was an ex- 
citing one filled with lively pieces. 
One particularly impressive selec- 
tion was "Tema Con Varizaiori." 
(Theme with variation) where the 
instrumentalists performed in a 
String Quartet presenting musical 
artistry 'in a full compelling 
capacity. Their blend was superb; 
their timing excellent. I have never 
witnessed   an   ensemble   that   was 

more "together." 
Two outstanding performances 

were given by Richard Stoltzman 
and Ik-Hwan Bae. Stoltzman 
opened the show magnificently with 
Stravinsky's unusual "Three Pieces 
for a Solo Clarinet" (1918) - Sempre 
piano e molto tranquillo.

The Festival Stage Company 
began its production of Tennessee 
Williams' Summer and Smoke at 
the High Point Theatre this past 
weekend. It was engaging, but was 
played a bit too sentimentally. 

The play is mainly about the life 
of a preacher's daughter in a small 
southern town in 1916, and the con- 
flict she must face between the rules 
of society she so strongly believes in 
and her own natural needs and 
desires. 

The lead role of Alma Winemiller 
as played by Jeanne Cullen was very 
believable throughout. The nuances 
of her characterization — her 
speech, her walk, her idiosyncrasies, 
as well as her change during the play 
were all convincing and made her a 
very empathetic character. Her only 
problem was with projection. Many 
times she could not be heard. 

Another character well-acted was 
that of Nellie Ewell portrayed by 
Mary Key Simpson. She shows the 
maturing of a girl into a young 
woman quite admirably in the play. 

Terrence Mann, as John 
Buchanan, Jr., did a good job of 
characterization in which it was im- 
portant for the audience to see him 
through the eyes of Alma until the 

end when he is finally revealed as a 
different individual. 

Much of the problem with the 
characters as well as with the play 
was that it was played so seriously. 
The characters and situations are 
meant to be quite comic, such as the 
preacher's wife's insanity in which 
she acts like a child, and the 
situation with Johnny's lover who 
leaves, bite marks all over his face 
each, time they make love; but the 
comedy was unfortunately deem- 
phasized and the entire pace slowed 
to where it seemed overly sentimental 
and oh-so-very-sad. 

The set was illogical and con- 
fusing in that the two houses which 
were supposed to be next door to 
each other were separated on stage 
by a seemingly large park. This 
park's huge angel fountain was the 
focal point of the set, and although 
its importance is obvious, it was 
blatantly overemphasized because 
of its total prominence of size, style, 
color, and placement. The stage 
spaces that were provided, though, 
were used well. 

The play was visually appealing in 
the use of light and especially the 
very nice costumes. 

Summer and Smoke will be 
playing this Tuesday through Satur- 
day, November 6-10, at 8:15 p.m. 
Although it is not the best of 
productions, it is also not boring.

Through the years since World 
War II, she has continued to make 
important contributions in the Held 
of data processing. 

Speaking at a dinner marking the 
25th anniversary of the computer's 
invention held in Chicago in 1971, 
Capt. Hopper closed by saying that 
she wanted to live until January 1, 
ofthevearMOO. 

"I have two reasons," she stated. 
"The first is that the party on 
December 31, 1999 will be a New 
Year's Eve party to end all New 
Year's Eve parties. The second is 
that I want to point back to the early 
days of the computer and say to all 
the doubters, 'See?

Since 1971, Capt. Hopper has 
been engaged in a study of the 
various COBOL compilers and the 
lack of language standardization for 
the Navy.

Dr. John Kennedy, vice- 
chancellor for graduate studies at 
UNC-G, noted Tuesday that for the 
first time graduate programs in the 
Certificate for Advanced Study are 
now available in four new areas: 
elementary education, educational 
supervision, home economics 
education and music education. 

He added that for a number of 
years, a similar program entitled the 
Specialist in Education Degree has 
been available in the areas of 
educational administration and 
guidance, and counseling.

from a community center on Lee 
Street, a few blocks away, but that 
people were congregating in both 
places. 

Police had tried to persuade 
Johnson to cancel the march about 
10 minutes before the shooting since 
there were reports of Klansmen en 
route from the western part of the 
state. Police Chief William E. Swing 
said, "police did all we possibly 
could under the circumstances." 

Later reports connected the in- 
cident with the American Nazi Par- 
ty. One man arrested, Roland 
Wayne Wood, 34, of Winston- 
Salem, is the chief of the Forsyth 
County unit of the National 
Socialist Party (an outgrowth of the 
Nazi party). He is a leader of the 
party's so-called "storm troopers" 
of the Nazi organization. Another 
"storm-trooper," Jack Fowler, is 
being sought on charges of murder 
and conspiracy to commit murder. 
Harold Covington, head of the 
National Socialist Party in North 
Carolina, said he was not sure how 
many Nazis were involved. He said 
he was approached several days ago 
by party members asking for per- 
mission to stage what he called a 

"counter-demonstration" in 
defiance of the W.V.O's anti-Klan 
rally. 

"I gave my permission," 
Covington said, "but I ordered 
them specifically not to go in 
uniform and not to carry weapons. 

If my men did shoot, they either 
disobeyed orders or they obtained 
their firearms from the Klu Klux 
Klan. Covington added, "eyewit- 
nesses" had told him his men and 
the klan members were "attacked 
by a gang of thugs and caught in a 

to crossfire.   They   were   forced 
defend themselves," he said. 

Covington said he told his men 
not to wear uniforms because "we 
wanted a confrontation with com- 
munists, and we wanted to be just 
Americans, nothing else." 

The programs in elementary 
education, educational supervision, 
and music education were approved 
in time to be offered to graduate 
students during the current 
semester. The CAS in home 
economics education will be offered 
for the first time during second 
semester which begins January 9. 

Dr. Kennedy noted that the state 
provides for additional salary 
beyond that commanded by 
teachers who hold master's degrees 
to those who complete CAS 
programs. For example, the Green- 
sboro School System provides for 
$37 more per month or $370 more 
per year to teachers who complete 
their CAS. 

Dr. Kennedy explained that each 
of the programs requires a 
minimum of 30 semester hours at 
the graduate level beyond the 
master's degree. No thesis is 
required, but candidates for the 
CAS must undergo a comprehensive 
examination on their work. CAS 
provides a program in which an 
educator with a master's degree can 
become even more proficient in his 
or her educational speciality. 

"In   the   case   of   classroom 

teachers, the program is designed to 
develop master teachers/' Dr. Ken- 
nedy noted. 

The CAS programs at UNC-G are 
available in the School of 
Education, the School of Home 
Economics and the School of 
Musk. All courses leading to the 
CAS are offered in the late after- 
noon and evening hours.

be reduced, or at least maintained, 
and the savings can be passed along 
to the students. Thus far, the 
FOCUS program and Market 
Basket Indexes have helped reduce 
nation-wide operating costs by 
lOVt. 

Bucko also stated that the dining 
hall complex here at UNC-G is 
something of a model set-up. He 
explained that we are continually 
hosting guests from all over the U.S. 
and even the world who want to ob- 
serve our operation. 

Part of the reason for the 
cafeteria reaching this honorary 
status is, according to Bucko, 
ARA's willingness to experiment. 
He said that all requests are listened 
to, and,  when  feasible, they are 

tried. He pointed out the 26 special 
events (i.e., "Far-East Night," etc.) 
as evidence of this. He maintains 
that no other school has as much of- 
fered in that respect as here. 

Bucko also said that he always 
tries to make the students a part of 
the cafeteria decisions. For this 
reason, he said, "I, myself, take all 
my meals in the dining hall." This 
makes him available to the student 
body for ideas, suggestions, and 
even complaints, although he said 
that "not too many complaints" are 
brought to him. Bucko then stressed 
that if "any student, at any time, 
has anything on their mind," to 
contact him or some other cafeteria 
administrator. 

Aside from the daily grind of 
producing all those meals (the day 
starts at 5 a.m. for many of the 
staff) one of the major obstacles in

Hats are an important piece of 
skiing apparel, and Dailey said that 
a wool scarf or mask is a necessity 
on the slopes. He also listed items 
such as "ski parkas, warm-up pan- 
ts, insulated underwear, gloves 
and/or mittens, and ski goggles" as 
other equipment essential to skiers. 
He added that pairs of both light 
and heavy socks are also needed. 
, According to Dailey, one of the 
most important things to know 
before starting to ski is to be aware 
of becoming overtired when you 
start. He added that it is wise to 
have someone with you that is 
capable of giving a beginning skier 
good instruction. 

Dailey also stated that the most 
dangerous thing to dp while skiing is 
to get the tips of the skis crossed. 
This will make a skier fall, and 
Dailey noted that any "twisted 
movements" made while on the skis 
are liable to break a skier's legs. He 
mentioned that going downhill too 
fast and running the risk of hitting 
other skiers is sometimes a 
dangerous possibility. 

When asked about how to 
"safely" take a fall, Dailey replied 
that it is best to try to never get into 
a "falling situation." If you do fall, 
Dailey said to try to relax, if 
possible. He also said to make sure 
the safety bindings on your skis are 
good and secure, so that they won't 
come off and hit you if you should 
fall. 

Bob Dailey also commented on 
the way that skiing is a "social 
sport" and that the classes in Boone 
will be held in the form of "peer 
group learning situations," where 
the day-by-day contact between the 

students, instructors, and slopes 
teaches more than any series of 
classroom lectures possibly could. 

Dailey ended by mentioning that 
there will be a registration and 
orientation meeting for those in- 
terested in the course held on Wed- 

nesday, November 7, at 7 p.m. in 
the Nursing Building Auditorium. 
There is a $25.00 deposit due at that 
time for students who are planning 
to take the trip, and anyone needing 
extra information can contact Bob 
Dailey at the Log Cabin on campus.

keeping efficiency at a peak is the 
monetary loss due to breakage and 
theft. Bucko said that pilferage of 
silverware, trays, and other equip- 
ment amounts to about $70,000 a 
year. This, coupled with inflation,is 
probably the most difficult factor 
involved in keeping costs down. 
Bucko finished by saying that no 
major changes are planned for the 
immediate future, but that ARA is 
constantly trying new ideas, menus, 
etc. He said that the goal of the 
dining hall staff is to "try to become 
more efficient every day, every 
year." "We wouldn't settle for 
less," he said.

The double elimination tour- 
nament will be held in Park and 
Coleman gymnasiums on the UNC- 
G campus beginning at 12 noon on 
Friday and 10 a.m. on Saturday. 

The finals are scheduled for 3 
p.m. in Park Gymnasium on Satur- 
day, according to Tere Dail, coach 
of the UNC-G team and the tour- 
nament director. 

"This will be the first time UNC- 
G has hosted the state volleyball 
tournament," Dail pointed out. 
"The top four Division II teams 
from the Western, Central and 
Eastern districts will be entered. 

"High Point has dominated 
Division II play for the past several 
years, but the field this year is well 
balanced and it should prove to be a 
very competitive tournament," she 
added. 

Teams from the Western District 
entered in the tournament include 
Lenior Rhyne, Western Carolina, 
UNC-Charlotte and Mars Hill. 
From the Central District are 
Guilford   College,   High   Point, 

UNC-G and Wake Forest. Eastern 
District teams include N.C. Central, 
UNC-Wilmington, Pembroke and 
either Elon College or St. 
Augustine. 

With less than a week remaining 
in regular season play, High Point 
holds the upper hand for the top 
seat in the tournament, trailed closely 
by Wake Forest and Western 
Carolina. The seatings will be 
determined on Nov. 7 by the teams' 
overall Division II records in regular 
season play. 

"High Point has lost only one 
Division II game all season, and that 
was to Guilford College." Dail 
commented. "However, High Point 
defeated Guilford for the Carolinas 
Conference volleyball title the last 
weekend in October at Pembroke. 

"Judging from the quality of play 
I've seen this year though, I would 
have to say that at least six teams are 
strong enough to win the champion- 
ship," she said. "We certainly ex- 
pect to see some of the best 
volleyball in the area played here 
during the tournament." 

The top two teams in the 
NCAIAW Division II tournament 
will advance to the Southern 
Regional AIAW Volleyball Tour- 
nament,    according    to    Dail.
